Letter From the Chairman 
 
Dear Cuyahoga GOP Members, 
 
Election Day, November 8th, is fast approaching, early 
voting has begun, and this Municipal Election Year is 
in full swing.  With two critical state ballot issues and 
dozens of important local elections on the ballot this 
year, there is important work to be done right now!   
 
Across Cuyahoga County this year, voters will be 
electing new local leaders.  From mayors, to council 
members, to school board members and judges, the 
direction that our local governments will take in the 
coming years hangs in the balance.  In this newsletter 
you will find a link to a list of the local candidates that 
the Republican Party of Cuyahoga County has chosen 
to endorse.  These candidates have been vetted by our 
party leadership and approved by our membership as 
representing Republican and conservative values.  I 
encourage you to take a close look at this endorsement 
list before you fill out your ballot. 
 
State Issues 2 and 3 are crucial components of Ohio’s 
economic recovery.  A YES vote on Issue 2 will allow 
our state and local governments to balance budgets 
without raising taxes, simply by asking public 
employees to make reasonable contributions to the 
health care and pension benefits, and introducing long
-overdue reforms to public education in Ohio.  Issue 3 
– the Ohio Healthcare Freedom Amendment – will 
protect the individual liberties of all Ohioans by 
exempting the citizens of this state from the individual 
mandate established by Obamacare in 2010.   
 
In this newsletter you will find out how you can get 
involved and help spread the word that about these 
two important issues.  Governor John Kasich has 

fought hard to fill an $8 billion budget deficit and deal 
with a sagging economy without raising your taxes, and 
we need to stand strong with him in this fight. 
 
Redistricting and reapportionment in Ohio have brought a 
wave of change to the political face of Cuyahoga County, 
and the State of Ohio.  Also in this issue are resources 
that you can use to find out who your elected officials 
are, and in which races you will be voting next year. 
 
And finally, you will also find out how you can request 
your absentee ballot application.  The Board of Elections 
will not be mailing unsolicited applications to voters in 
Cuyahoga County this year, but you can still vote by 
absentee ballot.  A simple phone call or visit to the Board 
of Elections’ website will ensure that you receive your 
application and ballot.  Many Cuyahoga County voters 
have come to greatly appreciate voting from the comfort 
of their homes, so please help us spread the word about 
this minor change in the process. 
 
As always, Cuyahoga County will play a major role in 
the statewide issues on the ballot this year, and the 
foundation that we build by electing conservative local 
leaders will only make us stronger as we move on to 
2012.  With so much on the line this year and next, your 
participation this November 8th is as important as ever.  
Stand up, make sure that your voice is heard, and help to 
move Ohio towards a new day!

2011 Statewide Issue Endorsements 

In addition to our candidate endorsements, the RPCC has also endorsed two statewide issues on the ballot for the 
November 8, 2011 General Election.  The first, State Issue 2, is a vital component of Ohio’s economic recovery.  A 
YES vote on Issue 2 will help to preserve jobs, help local governments keep 
budgets in check, and keep taxes low.  By asking public employees to make 
reasonable contributions to their pension and health care benefits, Issue 2 allows 
all levels of government to maintain services without raising taxes or forcing jobs 
out of Ohio.

Issue 3 was placed on the ballot by a truly grass-roots, volunteer 
movement led by the Ohio Liberty Council starting in 2010.  Over 426,000 valid 
signatures were collected by individuals opposed to the threats to individual liberties 
contained in Obamacare.  A YES vote on Issue 3 will protect Ohioans from being 
subjected to the individual mandate contained within Obamacre, an unprecedented and 
un-Constitutional example of government over-reach into the private sector.  Polling 
continues to show that a significant majority of Ohioans are still opposed to Obamacare, 
and the individual mandate in particular.

2011 Redistricting: A New Look for Cuyahoga County 

To Vote by Mail you must Request a Ballot Application 
 

The Cuyahoga County Board of Elections is no longer mailing ballot applications to voters prior to each election.  
All registered voters may continue to Vote by Mail, however voters must now request their ballot application. 
  
Vote by Mail ballot applications are available at the Board of Elections website: www.boe.cuyahogacounty.us, by 
calling the Board of Elections at 216-443-3298, or visiting the Board of Elections at 2925 Euclid Avenue, 
Cleveland, and at all public libraries.  
 
Voters in all of Cuyahoga County’s municipalities will go to the 
polls for the November 8th General Election. There will be State 
and Local Issues as well as Municipal, Judicial, and School 
Board Candidates on the ballot.   
 
Voters should check their voting information prior to each election.  Voters may confirm their ward, precinct, and 

voting location at the Board of Elections website: www.boe.cuyahogacounty.us or by calling 216-443-3298.

Following the 2010 U.S. Census, states and  many local 
governments are required to draw new district lines to account 
for population shifts.  This year’s process in Ohio resulted the 
state losing two Congressional seats, taking us from 18 
Representatives to 16.  Many Congressional districts across 
the state changed considerably, and Cuyahoga County was no 
exception.  In the map to the right you can see that the old 
10th Congressional District has been split between the new 
9th and 16th Districts, and the 11th Congressional District 
now connects Cleveland and Akron. 
 
The new Congressional map will make for some interesting 
races in Cuyahoga County as incumbent Republican 

Congressmen Steve LaTourette (OH-14) and Jim Renacci (OH-16) will be running in significant portions of the 
County.  The new 9th District will also create a very interesting primary battle between Cleveland Democrat 
Dennis Kucinich and Toledo Democrat Marcy Kaptur, both of whom reside in the new district.  The new 
“Lakeshore District” will no doubt create a new dynamic in local Congressional politics. 
 
The State of Ohio is also required to draw new State House and Senate districts every ten years by the Ohio 
Constitution.  The new Ohio General Assembly maps are available by clicking here to the Secretary of State’s 
website.. 
 
The Cuyahoga County Charter, passed in 2009, also requires new districts to be drawn following each U.S. 
Census.  A bi-partisan Redistricting Commission has submitted a new County Council District map, which can be 
view by clicking here.
