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Re-precincting Update from Board of Elections: 
Voters Need to be Aware of Voting Location Changes 
The Cuyahoga County Board of Elections has made changes to voting precinct boundaries and voting  
locations.  Ward boundaries have also changed in Cleveland.  Voters need to know their correct ward,  
precinct and voting location.  When voters cast a ballot on Election Day, they are required to vote in their 
correct voting location and precinct. 
  
All voters who are affected by these changes will receive a Voter Location Notification (V.L.N.) card from the 
Cuyahoga County Board of Elections informing them of their new precinct, and in some cases, their new 
ward and/or voting location. 
 
Voters are invited to confirm their precinct and voting location at any time by visiting the Cuyahoga County 
Board of Elections Web site at http://boe.cuyahogacounty.us/en-US/My-Polling-Location.aspx.  Voters who 
do not have computer access may call the Voter Information Hotline, 216-443-3298, and ask for their ward, 
precinct and voting location.  New precinct maps can also be found on the Board of Elections Website 
www.boe.cuyahogacounty.us.  
 
To improve efficiency and lower the cost of conducting elections. In January of 2009 there were 1,436  
precincts in Cuyahoga County. This number is being reduced to approximately 1,100 precincts. The precinct 
reduction program is expected lower the cost of elections for municipalities and Cuyahoga County by over 
two million dollarsɂÔÈÁÔȭÓ $739,296 per election! .
